Zakir Husain Delhi College, one of the oldest and most prestigious colleges in Delhi, comes with the
legacy of a rich and historically significant past. The institution traces its origins back to a Madrasa,
founded by Ghaziuddin Firoz Jung that went on to become one of Delhi’s leading places of learning.
Until the late eighteenth century, the Madrasa was located near a Mosque just outside Ajmeri Gate,
one of the gates of the walled city of Shahjahanabad. Built in the Indo-Saracenic style, the old
building was designed with all the elements of a Madrasa-Mosque, Maktaba, a library and a double
tier of Hujras for the students. The Madrasa, at that time, functioned as a traditional Muslim
institution of higher learning with Arabic and Persian being taught to a small number of students.

The British took over Delhi in 1803, and this humble abode of learning became Delhi College, also
popularly known as 'Dilli College' in 1825. The institution remained one of the centres of the Delhi
Renaissance during 1830-40s. It was closed down after the War of Independence in 1857, only to
open two decades later in 1877, when it was merged with the Government College of Lahore.

Initially, Arabic and Persian were the main languages taught at the Madrasa. However, with the
establishment of British rule across the country, there was an increasing desire for teaching-learning
of English. The College, however, retained Urdu as a medium of studies with special emphasis on
Arabic, Persian and Sanskrit. One of the salient features of Delhi College was that modern subjects
like Mathematics, Geometry, Philosophy, and Physics, amongst other sciences, were taught in Urdu.
The college set up the Delhi Vernacular Society in 1832 for the translation of scientific treatises,
Greek classics and Persian works into Urdu. The teachers and the students became the centre of a
scientific and literary flowering that C.F. Andrew's is referred to as ‘the Delhi Renaissance.’

The old Delhi College progressed with Oriental and Western education, a step to uphold
secularisation and modernization because its purpose was to provide both traditional and modern
knowledge to the students. With the advancement of science, the College was able to create an
atmosphere of rationality to challenge shackles of conservatism. As has been said by Sir Syed Ahmed
Khan “We should have philosophy in our right hand, Natural Science in the left and the crown of
‘Kalma-e-Tayyaba’ on our head”.

The partition of India, in 1947, led to the brief closure of the College. But the strenuous efforts of
Mirza Mehmood Begg, a thorough philanthropist and a visionary in the field of education, led to the
revival of Delhi College. With the cooperation of a few old and new members of the faculty and
patrons, he instilled a new lease of life in the College. Begg’s position as the Principal of the college
ensured a modest beginning in 1947 with 200-250 students which later flowered into a fully-fledged
institution accommodating more than a thousand students. It was under his stewardship that evening
classes were started in 1958 to enable employed youth to continue their education. Thus, the Evening
College catered to a wide variety and a relatively bigger number of students. In the mid-1970s, the
college suffered from an absolute cash crunch and financial crisis, and was subsequently handed over
to the Zakir Husain Memorial Trust. The new name of the college was Zakir Husain College in 1975.

The Evening College began with a course called Preparatory Class. It received a grant from the UGC
in 1969 and, thereafter, new rooms were constructed for the Vice-Principal, the Bursar and a separate

library for the students. The infrastructure of the College improved in the subsequent years under the
able guidance of the former Principals-Mr. Manzoor Husain Musavi, Dr. Mohit Kumar Haldar, Dr.
Syed Ahmad Ali, Mr. Salman Ghani Hashmi, Mr. Roop Lal Sharma, Mr. Mohd Riaz Umar, Dr. S.A.
Hamideen, Dr. M.N. Sitaraman and Dr. Shankar Lal. As a recent development, air conditioners were
installed in the college office, staff-room and in the library. The facility of networking and internet
was made available to the teachers as well as the students. Today, the College has a modern computer
lab. Computers have also been provided in the library. Compactors have been installed in the library
to create more space and to keep books free from dust.

The college has maintained its sustained trajectory of development under the leadership of the
Principal, Dr. M.A. Beg who joined the College in 2015. The infrastructure of the college has greatly
improved. With more CCTV cameras at various spots, vigorous patrolling by an increased number of
security personnel and a vigilant Proctorial Board, student discipline has seen a tremendous
improvement. Classrooms are well lit, and equipped with LCD projectors. The elevators have been
made functional for the Evening College. LCD screens in the staffroom and outside the Academic
Block ensure that the college fraternity is informed of important circulars and notices, including
schedule of classes and teachers on leave.

The college building is being refurbished. A new committee room has been set up. The college has a
computer Centre with more than one hundred computers in the library for the use of students. With
the cooperation and guidance of the Principal, various departments organised seminars, conferences
and workshops over the last year. The Mirza Mehmood Begg Memorial Lecture, in memory of the
legendary founder Principal of the college from 1947-1964, was organised in 2016, 2017 and 2018,
and will remain an annual feature. Zakir Husain Delhi College (Evening) therefore maintains an
amicable blend between the old and the new – we have moved forward keeping in tune with the
times, and yet, the college makes every effort to uphold the values that characterised Delhi College in
the 19th century. It continues to maintain the “Ganga Jamuna Tehzeeb” that characterised the college.
The College steadfastly practises the ideals of secularism and tolerance, gender and social equality.
The teachers and students come from different backgrounds and communities, and bonding in the
face of this diversity is quintessential to the values of the college. Students learn to uphold these
cultural values and yet be open to new ideas.

Strength

Zakir Husain Delhi College (Evening) is a premier and one of the most renowned institutions of the
University of Delhi. The college is not only meticulous in applying creative pedagogical methods but
it also retains the ethics and values rooted in its heritage. The teaching and non-teaching staff work in
cooperation and harmony with each other to provide an amicable and cordial atmosphere. Apart from
a deep knowledge of their respective subjects, students are taught to be disciplined, benevolent, and
above all, humanitarian. One of the main objectives of the college, therefore, along with imparting
knowledge, is that of building its students’ character.

It is centrally located, symbolically at the threshold of the old city and the new. The premises of the
College are enriched with plush lawns, trees, plants and shrubs and herbs. It has been fortunate in
having a distinguished, highly qualified, dynamic faculty that is actively involved in academic and
research activities, both within the college and also at the University level. Many of our teachers have
been actively involved in designing pedagogy, curriculum, conducting research activities, guiding
students, and conducting workshops, seminars and conferences both at national and international
level. They have been members in nationally and internationally acclaimed bodies.

The college offers Honours courses in English, Hindi, History, Persian, Political Science, Sanskrit,
Urdu and Commerce at UG level and Hindi, Philosophy, Political Science at PG level. The annually



published College prospectus gives all relevant and updated information to admission seekers as well
as their guardians. There is a methodical admission procedure as per University prescribed guidelines
that ensures that admissions are conducted smoothly. A team of mentors guide each student through
the various stages of admission. Each year, the new session begins with an Orientation Programme
addressed by the Principal of the college, outlining the guidelines, college rules and regulations and
basic values along with an acknowledgement of the previous year’s academic achievements. The
students are introduced to faculty members who head various Committees and whom they can
approach in any eventuality. The College website www.http://zhdce.ac.in helps the students in
checking attendance and evaluation records. The college has a well-stocked library with a rich
collection of books, journals, magazines and newspapers. The e-resource centre is equipped with a
number of network computers where one can access e-books, e-journals, and a number of e-data
bases. The college Auditorium, Seminar Room and Audio-Visual room have state of art acoustics and
overhead projection facilities, the college has ample room for extracurricular activities, conferences,
educational film shows and lectures. The college also has a Computer Centre and is connected to
University of Delhi by WAN.

The college has set up the Career Counseling and Placement Cell for proper guidance and recruitment
facilities on campus. A special cell is available in the College for students from the North-East to
prevent racial discrimination and harassment. The sports facilities in the college are at par with
University standards. We have separately maintained courts and grounds for sport activities like
cricket, basketball, volleyball, and football. There are also indoor spaces for Chess, Carom, Judo, and
Table Tennis. The college canteen is a students’ hub, where hygienically prepared varieties of Indian
meals are served. There is also a ‘Mother Dairy’ and a ‘Safal’ outlet for healthy drinks and juices.
Ours is one of the first Colleges across University of Delhi to declare its campus a ‘Smoke free zone’.

The college provides medical facilities for all teaching and non-teaching staff and students. Doctors
are available at designated timings. Health checkup camps and blood donation camps are conducted
regularly by the college NSS unit. The students are encouraged to develop and contribute to all forms
of life, including the political. The Student’s Union is an elected body that fosters intellectual,
political and cultural enhancement among the students. Alongside making the students politically and
socially aware of their environment the students’ union hones their creative abilities and stages
students’ talent in its Annual fest, Zeenat.

Zakir Husain Delhi College (Evening) is the first college in University of Delhi to publish five
different magazines in four languages – Bengali, English, Hindi, Urdu, and Commerce. Giving the
students opportunities to perform at different levels, there are fourteen departments and each has its
own academic society that organises seminars, conferences, debates, talks, field trips etc. NCC and
NSS units offer students opportunities to associate themselves with rudiments of military services and
social services.

A well-rounded student is one who participates equally in academic as well as extra-curricular
activities. The college has a number of vibrant and active cultural societies including the Arts and
Culture, Bazm-e-Adab, Debating, Film and Photography Societies which engage students with their
socio-cultural milieu where they can hone their skills and earn laurels for themselves and the
institution. The students thoroughly enjoy and participate in the programmes of these Societies.
The Proctorial Board, Anti-Ragging and Internal Complaint Committees ensure discipline and
security of the students and facilitate the maintenance of a safe and secure environment in the college
congenial for education. CCTV cameras are installed at different spots throughout the college to
ensure safety and security and maintain discipline. Safety of women and our girl students is of
paramount importance and the Committee against Sexual Harassment works towards enhancing
efforts towards gender sensitization and awareness.

The college also provides financial assistance and scholarships to the needy students such as Wakf
Council scholarship, H.H. Zuberi Aid fund and R.Venkateshan Aid Fund. Monetary awards such as
Nidhi Devgan Memorial, Shyama Saxena, Arunabh Borgohain Memorial Awards are given to the
deserving candidates.

Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC)

Report 2023-2024

The IQAC Committee of the college is constituted for the development and application of
benchmarks/parameters for various academic and administrative activities, the committee facilitates
the creation of learner- centric environment conducive to quality education and faculty maturation to
adopt the required knowledge and technology for participatory teaching and learning process. The
IQAC also makes arrangements for feedback responses from students, teachers and other
stakeholders on quality-related institutional processes. Organization of inter and intra institutional



workshops, seminars on quality related themes and promotion of quality circles is also being done by
IQAC.

The College constituted the Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) in the year 2016-17 and now it
has become a designated nodal agency for ensuring and providing quality assurance in academics and
in the administration of college. This year the IQAC Committee was reconstituted on October 27th

2023 and the committee held four meetings till April 2024. Many programs have been held under the
aegis of IQAC in the year 2023-24. Commerce department had organised an international Conference
under the aegis of IQAC in collaboration of GL Bajaj Institute of management and Research on
“MANAGEMENT EDUCATION 5.0: Aligning NEP agenda with Digitization and Global Practices
(ANEPDGP-2023)” on September 8 - 9, 2023. The Department of Sanskrit also organised a
week-long national workshop on Ayurveda and Nutrition from January 29th to 3rd February 2024. All
other departments had also held various lectures, debates Panel Discussions and other academic
events under the aegis of IQAC.

The IQAC committee also took feedback from the teaching and Non- teaching Staff of the college
and the response had been analysed and put on the college website. The feedback from the students
with regard to the Papers they are studying and the teachers were also being collected. In order to
address the issues related to academic, non -academic and even personal problems the IQAC Prepare
a list of Mentor- Mentees every year and this year also the list is prepared and in order to have the
regular meetings with mentees the IQAC committee assure that on every fourth Wednesday of each
month the meeting should be held from 4-5 pm.

In the year 2023-24 the IQAC organised an academic audit of each of the 14 departments on 15th

March 2024 from 10 am wherein all departments made presentations about their academic activities
and achievements in front of four External Experts (Two Principals of Delhi University Colleges and
two Professors from JNU). The External Experts provide valuable inputs and suggestions to make the
Departments more strengthened.

The IQAC also insisted that the Website of the college be reviewed regularly and with the website
committee of the college, the IQAC members tried to make the college website more accessible, more
informative and attractive.

All the events conducted were greatly supported and
encouraged by the Honourable Principal Prof. (Dr.) Masroor Ahmad Beg, as he was present in most
of the events as a supportive witness. The events occurred under the guidance of the convener of
WDC, Dr. Simi Rizvi. The participation of core members and professors from our college in every
event was immense.

10th of September 2023

WDC conducted a webinar on the 10th of September 2023 under the aegis of professors, Dr. Simi
Rizvi, Dr. Fauzia, Dr. Babli Parveen, Dr. Shahla Tabassum, Dr. Sarabjeet Kaur, Dr. Nahid Sana Khan
and Ms. Shreeta Mukherjee on the agenda of Women Equality: What, Why, and How? Wherein, Dr.
Juhi Gupta, Assistant Professor at the Advanced Centre for Women’s Studies – Aligarh Muslim
University, joined us as the honourable Chief Guest. Dr. Gupta is a current Honorary Fellow at the
Edward Cadbury Centre for Public Understanding of Religion, University of Birmingham.



She completed her PhD from Jamia Millia Islamia, the topic of her thesis being, “Fatwas and
Feminist consciousness among Muslim women.” She specialises on issues of Gender Equality,
Women and Other marginalised communities. Dr. Gupta has organised and directly participated in
several workshops, seminars, and other programs on Women’s issues, Gender Sensitization, and
Feminist Research Methodology. She has also served as a resident warden at Abdullah Hall, AMU,
for the past five years. Dr. Gupta has been a member of the Internal Complaints Committee
(Committee against Sexual Harassment and Gender Sensitization) at AMU, and is also a nodal officer
for the MHRD’s Gender Champion Scheme at AMU. She is committed to social service and serves as
a program officer at NSS - AMU, motivating, and encouraging students to take part in community
programs. She is known for her publications in various National and International journals, and has
also authored and edited books like, ‘The Future of Indian Muslim Women: Fatwa Vs. Feminism’
(2012), a reference book for the UGC NTA NET exam in Women’s Studies (2019), ‘Muslim Woman:
What Everyone Needs to Know’ (2019), ‘Women of Marginalised Community: Concerns about
Exclusion’ (2020) and ‘Oxford of the East: Aligarh Muslim University’ (2020).

Dr. Juhi Gupta started the session proper with the pragmatic and thought-provoking idea as to what
exactly constitutes “Gender Equality”. How it is a relevant issue that is often dragged, or ignored in
the name of tradition. Her idea of Gender Equality stands for an unbiased society for women in the
workplace, political participation, healthcare, and household. The balance society needs to find in
how it treats men and women, equally, in terms of educational rights, opportunities, and respect was
particularly highlighted in her address. She also brought attention to the fact that women accomplish
two-thirds of the world's work, get paid for about one-tenth, and only possess one percent of the
world’s property. She also underscored how it is not just society itself that is adversarial but other
women, as well, who propagate harmful norms. Women are ought to be, and should be, Women's best
supporters, and should always have their backs, whether it is at home or in the outside world. She also
pointed out the stereotypical binary of ‘male’ and ‘female’, and how it is still harrowingly dominating
the world’s mind and everyone’s perspective. She asserted that the objective idea of traits being either
‘masculine’ or ‘feminine’, taught to us at a young age, are in direct contradiction to the idea of gender
equality

6th of October 2023

A seminar was conducted on the 6th of October 2023 , under the guardianship of professors, Dr. Simi
Rizvi (Convener), Dr. Fauzia (Member), Dr. Babli Parveen (Member), Dr. Shahla Tabassum
(Member), Dr. Sarabjeet Kaur (Member), Dr. Nahid Sana Khan (Member) and Ms. Shreeta
Mukherjee (Member) on the topic of Domestic Violence, and the protection laws relevant to the
circumstance. Mr. Tejasvi Goel, Advocate at the Supreme Court of India, graced us as the honourable
Chief Guest. Due to unforeseen events, our principal, Prof. (Dr.) Masroor Ahmad Beg was unable to
attend the event in person, regardless his unseen support is always tangible in encouraging such
events.

Mr. Goel is an Advocate, Central Government Counsel, Certified Mediator, Career Counselor, a
Resource Person for Mahila Panchayat Trainer (D.C.W.), as well as a Resource Person for Prasar
Bharti, conducting programs on Urdu Manjilis related to Fundamental Duties, Fundamental Rights,
Constitution of India, and laws pertaining to women. He has a Master’s degree in Law, specialising in
Cyber Law. Mr. Goel is a current member of: the Supreme Court Bar Association, Delhi High Court
Bar Association, Delhi Bar Association - Tis Hazari Court, and New Delhi Bar Association - Patiala
House. He is a lifetime member of: Institute of Constitution and Parliamentary Studies, Bar
Association of India, Akhil Bhartiya Adhivakta Parishad, and Lawyers’ Progressive Organisation,
Delhi. Mr. Goel is also empanelled with: Union of India, M.T.N.L, Delhi State Legal Services
Authority, The Oriental Insurance Company, Municipal Corporation of Delhi, Employees Provident



Fund Organisation, Punjab National Bank, and Delhi Commision for Protection of Child Rights,
University of Delhi, and Ramgharia Co-Operative Bank Limited.

Mr. Goel emphasises that Domestic Violence is not intrinsic to the individual, rather it is a societal
problem that has persisted since ancient times. He defines that Violence, essentially, is violation of
rights that are assigned to a human being. It is not only a problem consistent with women, but also
men. He further elucidates that there were (and are) no neutral laws in place. An act was introduced in
2005 to ensure the safety of women that was previously under the aegis of the Indian Penal Code.
Expanding on the neutrality, and its lack thereof, he states that it is due to men still being
viewed/considered as the primary caregiver in the context of Indian tradition, therefore not being
afforded the same protection.

He lays out the legal classification of Domestic Violence, which is of three types: Economical,
Mental, and Physical, with the latter two being commonly conflated as the entirety of Domestic
Violence. Mr. Goel made known that a complaint can be filed by a witness on behalf of the victim,
and that some important numbers where they can direct their grievances are - 100, 1516, and 181.
There are also Mahila Courts, presided over by female judges, and one can refer to IPC Section 498A
to start a formal legal proceeding. He added that the judgements delivered by the Delhi High Court in
the regard are usually cordial. Some sections of that 2005 Act that can be referred to are - 12, 17, 18,
19, and 20. The courts generally rule that for married women, it is the responsibility of the husband to
tend to the financial needs, especially non-working women, as prescribed in sections 23, and 29.
Virtual harassment faced by women, such as inappropriate images being circulated etc. are dealt with
in the IT Act. Mr. Goel warned people of spam emails, phishing links, and urged them to be wary. He
noted that cases of Domestic Violence are often more prominent in the upper classes, contrary to
access to better education. He also recommended volunteering as a paralegal as a way to get intimate
with the laws, and the proceedings of the courts. Towards the closure of his address, he took up
questions in which he further shed light on the intricacies of cases of such nature.

24th of November 2023

WDC in association with IQAC, organised the screening of the movie, “The Great Indian Kitchen”
on the 24th of November 2023 in the A.V. Room. The movie screening was attended by a number of
visitors, including professors, and students. The Great Indian Kitchen is the tale of an educated
dancer, raised in Manama, Bahrain, who has to negotiate her arranged marriage to a teacher, whose
entire family is palpably traditional, and patriarchal. While the domestic routine of the newly-wed
bride begins in the sweet bliss, it becomes increasingly apparent that it will not remain so. She is
relegated to the drudgeries of the kitchen, and its many unpleasantries - cleaning filthy utensils, and
leaking taps - and many more. All these tasks are ‘assigned’ to the female members of the household,
while the men can be seen indulging themselves, browsing their phones, or practising yoga.

The family is so deeply-rooted in their beliefs, that at one instance, the father-in-law can be seen
handing his toothbrush to the daughter-in-law, while he lounges by the verandah. She is not allowed
to work, or have some semblance of independence. The men of the household have meals first, and
often leave the dining area a mess without a sliver of sympathy, or concern for the women who will
have to eat afterwards. Their convenience, and comfort is primary, and therefore they lack
consideration for their partners. What is worse is that some women often become accessory in the
propagation of this oppression, as is evident by the arrival of the father-in-law’s sister. Whilst the new
bride takes a while to adjust to her surroundings, eventually, she somewhat makes peace with her
circumstances, as the mother-in-law leaves to take care of her daughter who is seven-months
pregnant.

However, the abuse continues, and all of these injustices culminate in the bride throwing murky water
from the kitchen’s sink on her husband, and father-in-law. Leaving the family for good, as she sets out



on a path to reclaim her freedom, and dignity. The film ends with a scene showing her employed as
an independent dance teacher, arriving in her own car, while her ex-husband is married again, and the
second wife seems to meet the first one's fate. After the end of the screening, a panel discussion,
presided over by the professors, took place. The students were also encouraged to present their ideas
regarding the movie, the overall experience, and the pertinent themes and they participated greatly.

28th of December 2023

WDC conducted a seminar on the 28th of December 2023 under the aegis of professors from various
departments. The seminar was attended by the faculty, students and office bearers. Dr. Rajkumari is
the author of a very popular novel “The Darkest Destiny” and several books in Hindi language, to
name a few, “जल टूटता हुआ :एक विवेचन”, “रामदरश मिश्र के कथा साहित्य में गाँव”, “रामदरश मिश्र के
उपन्यास एवम आधनुिक परिपे्रक्षय”, “स्मतृियों के पखं कविता संग्रह”. She has also written various poems,
magazine and newspaper articles.

Dr. Rajkumari started the session proper by delving into the pervasive issue of sexual harassment
aiming to raise awareness and promote a safer and inclusive work environment for women. The
problem of women oppression which was prevalent in ancient times, more or less remains the same
situation in the present era also. The tradition of Hindi literature also views women as an object and
an object of enjoyment. Due to this oppression and exploitation, in India, as soon as a girl child was
born, she was thrown into a pot and the traditions of burning her alive like the practice of Sati were
also established in the society as a result of this. During the 19th century, some voices of women's
liberation started appearing in literature.

She talked about crimes against women, that every three minutes a woman in India becomes a victim
of sexual harassment. According to an English newspaper, cases increase by 7% every year in the
state of Uttar Pradesh alone. Now guess what the statistics of the entire country say? These are only
those cases which have been taken on record. Whereas 99.99% cases are not even registered. Every
woman becomes a victim of harassment many times every day.

She recollected the famous Hathras case of Uttar Pradesh, foreign media and embassies called India
the most unsafe country for women, and appealed to its citizens not to come to India. These are the
news which have tarnished the image of a country with diverse cultures like India.

Similarly, according to a report of NCRB National Crime Records Bureau, every day 200 children go
missing across the country and are never found. All these children are forced into prostitution. All
these cases come under sexual harassment.

Provisions have been made in the POCSO Act for the treatment of sexual offences against minors.
POCSO Protection of Children from Sexual Offences Act. This law was made in May 2012 and was
implemented in the whole of India except Jammu and Kashmir in November 2012.

After the much-discussed Nirbhaya case in Delhi in 2012, a historic change was made in the Jubilee
Justice Act, in which the age of minor sex offender was reduced from 18 years to 16 years.

Vishakha and others vs State of Rajasthan is the most important case to provide safety to women at
the workplace. In this case, some NGOs had jointly filed a petition demanding justice for gang rape
victim and social activist Bhanwari Devi and action against sexual harassment of women at
workplaces. In this decision given in the year 1997, the Honorable Supreme Court held that women
should be provided proper security at the workplace.

While concluding her speech she then touched upon the actions and prevention for harassment.
Appropriate provisions have been made in Indian law for sexual harassment. Its remedies are



mentioned in the POCSO Act for minors and the Indian Penal Code 1860 for adults. If someone
harasses you then first of all a complaint should be made in writing or orally to the head of the
workplace. With the cooperation of the head of the institution, a complaint should be lodged in the
concerned local police station. If the head of the organisation makes a mistake in providing security at
the workplace or is negligent in providing cooperation, then it also comes under the category of
crime. A copy of the written complaint should be kept with you.

1st of February, 2024

Parwaaz in association with IQAC, under the aegis of Viksit Bharat@2047, organized an exhilarating
women’s badminton match on the 1st of February 2024. Venue being the college ground, it saw both
students’ and faculty members’ eager participation. Sports Committee Convenor, Dr. Hari Prasad, and
Women Development Cell Convenor, Dr. Simi Rizvi worked tirelessly for the arrangement,
commencement, and successful completion of the event.

17th of February 2024

Parwaaz was invited to a seminar on the topic “Gender Sensitisation, Need of Hour” on the 17th of
February 2024 Women’s Studies and Development Centre, University of Delhi. The seminar was
attended by WDC Cell of various colleges of University of Delhi. We are very grateful for this
opportunity to attend the seminar thanks to Prof. Payal Mago, Director of WSDC. The session was
attended by convenor of WDC Zakir Husain Delhi College (Evening), Dr. Simi Rizvi, along with four
core team members, Anshika Sharma, Manjari Tripathi, Tarana and Divyanshi Singh.

The session started with the introduction of the two esteemed guests, Dr. Vibhuti Guar and Ms. Lora
Prabhu. Then they were both presented with a potted plant by Prof. Payal Mago. Dr. Vibhuti Guar, an
associate professor of IGNOU, works for women empowerment and her book titled “Indian
Perspective on Women '' is under publication. And along with her, Ms. Lora Prabhu, founder, and
director of CEQUIN, has worked very extensively on women empowerment at ground level as well
as with the United Nations Development Fund for Women (UNIFEM).

The first speaker, Ms. Lora, introduced herself to the audience and talked about her detailed ground
research on women education and development. She emphasises the importance of “Gender Training”
when it comes not only to women but men as well. She also explained in detail about the inequality



amongst the genders and understanding gender-based violence. She focused on how there need to be
understanding of violence in holistic manner, as earlier, it was only rape and eve teasing that was
even considered violence, gender based on violence in public spaces and emotional violence was
completely neglected by the policy makers. She highlights the importance of women in the workforce
and more importantly within policy making so that laws to protect women from inequality can be
implemented. She talks about how men in workspaces are not gender sensitised. She highlights the
maternity leaves and menstruation leaves in India, she says that even though such measures are put in
place to protect women but in reality, they backfire as the employers in many sectors do not want to
employ women anymore.

The next speaker, Dr. Vibhuti starts by appreciating Ms. Lora for her speech, and then talks about her
experience on researching the topic on grounds of Literature. She talks about differences in history
and treatment of women from Europe and the west and India. She says although the studies done by
scholars from Europe are great for their own country, it does not have much relevance when it comes
to Indian history as the position of women in ancient India was much different, as they held a lot of
respect. She talks about looking at modern day women empowerment for India from an Indian lens as
she quotes Swami Vivekananda, “to understand a nation you must first understand its ideal, for each
nation refuses to be judged by any other standards than its own…” She talks about the great
importance and equal status women shared in the Vedas and Upanishads. She mentions how women
have always been extremely important in various old Indian traditions such as the “Shakti Tradition,”
“Brhadranyaka Upanishad,” and “Yantra” etc. Then later she delves into the topic of gender
sensitisation and emphasises that men needs more sensitisation than women as women are already
very aware of this matter. While concluding she urges men to become stronger and in a light-hearted
way mentions that nowadays boys need schooling at every single step. She says the boys need to be
taught to become sensitised and even puts a little blame on overtly coddling mother

A Self Defense Workshop was organised by NSS and WDC in association with Special Police Unit
for Women and Children (Delhi Police) under the aegis of Viksit Bharat@2047. Twenty Two female
students from the college participated in the Workshop. The purpose of organising this workshop was
to teach participants self defence techniques and skills to deal with potential threats, making them
better prepared for unexpected situations.

Anjuman-i-Farsi and the Department of Persian, Zakir Husain Delhi College Evening in collaboration
with IQAC, under the aegis of Viksit Bharat@2047 organised a lecture on Indo-Iran relations.
Assistant Professor Dr. Nazneen performed the task of presenting the opening remarks of the lecture
and explained the aims and objectives of the programme.

Associate Professor and Teacher-in-charge, Dr. Fauzia while presenting the welcome speech
described the educational services of the guest speaker in detail and presented a bouquet of flowers as
a token of appreciation.



In this programme Guest speaker Professor Dr Aleem Ashraf Khan, Head, Department of Persian has
delivered a detailed lecture on the topic “Indo-Iran Relations” highlighting the centuries old relations
between two countries.

Sifer: The Mathematics Society Report 2023-24

Annual Lecture on "The Arithmetic of Advancement.", 23rd February 2024

The Mathematics Society-SIFER, in collaboration with IQAC and under the banner of Viksit Bharat
@2047, organised its annual lecture on "The Arithmetic of Advancement." The event took place with
great enthusiasm and participation on February 23, 2024.

Program Highlights

Dr. Akhlaq Husain delivered his lecture using a PowerPoint presentation, providing valuable insights
into the arithmetic of advancement. Prof. Mohd. Naushad Alam, Department of Urdu, extended a
warm welcome to the guest speaker and presented him with a bouquet as a token of appreciation.
The event was graced by the presence of esteemed faculty members and enthusiastic students.

The Lecture is divided into two parts. In the first part, The resource person discusses semiprimes and
sphenic numbers which form the genesis of the design of many public key cryptosystems in use at
present and for future requirements. A semiprime is a composite number that can be written as a
product of two primes (possibly equal) and a composite number is called sphenic if it is the product
of three distinct primes. Dr. Husain discusses analytic formulas to count semiprimes and sphenic
numbers. Count of semiprimes and sphenic numbers is verified numerically using these formulae and
the well known asymptotic distributions for k-almost primes. Distribution of semiprimes and sphenic
numbers among natural numbers is provided via Ulam spirals and polar spirals which are obtained
using Python codes. Several interesting patterns are visible in these spirals, similar to the well known
Ulam spirals for primes. Relevance and importance of sphenic numbers is discussed for security of
data, internet, communications etc., by designing public key cryptosystems for encrypting, decrypting
and signing secret messages digitally by exploiting the canonical decomposition of sphenic numbers
into a product of three distinct primes.



In the second part, the speaker provided a brief introduction to fractals and a quick survey of fractal
tilings with particular focus on tilings obtained via integer matrices and standard reflections/rotations
in the Euclidean plane. Applications of these tilings in several fields are pointed out. In the presence
of 16 faculty members and around 40 students, this event explored the theme of the event.

Mr Asmi Raza, Associate Professor, Department of Economics, and Prof. Laxman Jain, Department
of History, actively engaged with the resource person by asking insightful questions.

Prof. Asmi Raza delivered the formal vote of thanks to the audience for their participation and
engagement. Dr. Mohammad Asif honoured Prof. Asmi Raza with a bouquet for his contribution to
the event.

The Mathematics Society-SIFER's annual lecture provided a platform for intellectual discourse and
knowledge exchange, contributing to the academic enrichment of the attendees.

Reports of Conference/Symposium

India-South Africa @G20: Convergences and Concerns
Zakir Husain Delhi College (Evening), University of Delhi.

14th-15th September 2023

Zakir Husain Delhi College (Evening), University of Delhi, organised a two-day symposium
India-South Africa @G20: Convergences and Concerns under the aegis of the Culture Council,
University of Delhi, on 14th-15th September 2023. The venue of the symposium was Salman Ghani
Hashmi Auditorium, Zakir Husain Delhi College (Evening).

Inaugural
14th September 202

The inaugural session of the symposium was held on 14th September at 11.00 a.m. The proceedings of
the session were anchored by Prof. Madhumita Chakraborty, Department of English, Zakir Husain
Delhi College (Evening). Prof. Masroor Ahmad Beg, Hon’ble Principal, Zakir Husain Delhi College
(Evening) delivered the welcome address, during which he highlighted the importance of events like
the present symposium and thanked the guests on behalf of the college fraternity for gracing the
occasion. Ms Meenakshi Lekhi, Minister of State for External Affairs, Government of India, and
Minister of State for Culture, Government of India, was the chief guest for the session. She delivered
her address through a video message. In her address, the Hon’ble minister pointed out the Prime
Minister of India Shri Narendra Modi’s message of Vasudhaivaa Kutambakam, which was also the
slogan for G20 summit, 2023, and highlighted the inclusion of African Union in G20, as a fulfilment
of the Hon’ble Prime Minister’s vision of “Sabka Sath, Sabka Vikas.”

The Guests of Honour who graced the occasion with their august presence included Prof. Balram
Pani, Dean of Colleges, University of Delhi; Shri Anoop Lather, Chairperson of Steering Committee,
Culture Council, University of Delhi; Prof. Ravinder Kumar, Dean, Culture Council, University of
Delhi; and Prof. Gajendra Singh, Head, Department of African Studies, University of Delhi. The
session was presided by Dr Shubhra Pant Kothari, Assistant Professor, Department of Political
Science, Zakir Husain Delhi College (Evening).



The session was inaugurated with the signing of the kulageet or the university anthem of University
of Delhi by the students of the Arts and Culture Society of the college. This was followed by a
ceremonial lighting of the lamp to mark the formal opening of the proceedings. The Hon’ble
Principal then felicitated the esteemed guests with planters as a token of appreciation for gracing the
event. In his opening address, Prof. Balram Pani addressed the visitors and congratulated the college
for hosting the event. He summarised the events held as part of the G20 summit in New Delhi for the
benefit of the audience. He also stressed on the importance of “Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam” which
carries the message of universal brotherhood, that is, “the world is one family”. He then emphasised
on the urgent need of global cooperation towards finding solutions for global problems. In his
address, Shri Anoop Lather extended words of welcome to the African Union for being included as a
permanent member of G20. He went on to recollect the ravages wreaked on Africa by the menace of
colonialism, including slavery and erasure of native languages, cultures and faith systems of Africa.
He further wished for the Indian economy to become the topmost economy in the world and
cautioned against the return of poverty and destitution of the past. He stressed on the importance of
education in preventing the return of times of poverty and scarcity. In addition, he focused on the
need for cooperation and mutual exchange across sectors such as trade, industry and education among
the members of G20.

Shri Lather’s address was followed by another enlightening discourse by Prof. Ravinder Kumar. He
lauded the idea of taking G20 to the common people. He congratulated the college for organising the
symposium and also congratulated the faculty, organisers and students for their hard work in
organising the event. He spoke about the generational change in the Indian economy over the last few
decades, and used humour and poetry to outline the transformations in international relations and
diplomacy. He also emphasised India's contributions to the vision and mission of G20. He educated
the audience about the importance of careful deployment of language in international diplomacy. He
then reiterated India's message of a war-free world, echoing the sentiments of the Hon’ble Prime
Minister that this is not a century of war. He went on to congratulate Indian diplomats for
successfully generating the geopolitical consensus for G20 New Delhi Leaders’ Declaration,
especially on the issue of the ongoing conflict in Ukraine. Towards the end of his discourse, he
illustrated the importance of effective language in diplomacy through stories from The Ramayana.

The ultimate speaker of the inaugural session, Prof. Gajendra Singh recollected the historical
associations between India and Africa, ranging from the period of antiquity to modern times. He
remembered the presence of an African regiment in the Indian army and how it was abolished at the
dawn of Indian independence. He narrated to the audience some beautiful anecdotes from his meeting
with Nelson Mandela, and the latter’s positive impressions of the richness of Indian culture. He
reminded the listeners of Mahatma Gandhi’s association with South Africa. He talked about the
slavery and the struggle for independence in South Africa. Shifting gears from narrating history to
looking into the future, Prof. Singh hoped that the Indian economic relationship with South Africa
will develop further and will acquire a multi-billion dollar dimension by the year 2030. He also spoke
about the International Year of Millets being celebrated and promoted by India, and our own millet
links with Africa. At the end, he cautioned the visitors about the exploitative China-Africa trade
relations that have emerged in recent years.

At the end of the session, the eminent speakers were felicitated by the Hon’ble Principal with
mementos. Dr Shubhra Pant Kothari also felicitated our Hon’ble Principal, Prof. Masoor Ahmed Beg
for his patronage and guidance of the event. Thereafter, Dr. Kothari delivered the vote of thanks, after
which the session concluded with the singing of our national anthem, Jana Gana Mana.



Day 1: Session 2: India-South Africa: Politics, Economy and History

The second session of Day 1 was anchored by Dr. Hari Prasad, Associate Professor, Department of
English, Zakir Husain Delhi College (Evening). The session which was billed as a panel discussion
was presided over by Hon’ble Principal Prof Masroor Ahmad Beg and hosted by Dr Babli Parveen,
Assistant Professor, Department of History, Zakir Husain Delhi College (Evening). The discussion
was chaired by Shri Anil Trigunayat, Former Ambassador, Director WAPCOS, Distinguished Fellow
Vivekananda Intl. Foundation, President, MIICCIA & TedX. The panel was joined by Dr. Ruchita
Beri, Consultant, MP-IDSA, Delhi, and Dr. Nivedita Ray, Director (Research) ICWA, Delhi. Prof.
Masroor Ahmad Beg delivered the welcome address and felicitated the speakers on the panel.

In his address, Shri Anil Trigunayat laid out Africa’s current political scenario of instability, wars,
and poverty, and highlighted India's help to Africa during the Covid-19 pandemic. He emphasised the
necessity of including the African Union in G20, and the fact that currently the presidencies of G20
are being held by developing countries. He mentioned the Russia-Africa summit where President
Vladimir Putin agreed to provide wheat to African countries. He also mentioned anti-apartheid
movement in South Africa and how it was able to bring about a change there. He also addressed the
important takeaways from the BRICS Summit in South Africa that occurred earlier this year and how
the expansion of BRICS would be helpful to India. Going back in history, he educated the audience
about the Non-Aligned Movement and how it directed the relationship between India and South
Africa. He mentioned Hon’ble Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi's visit to Uganda where he came
up with a roadmap for India's foreign policy towards Africa. He also discussed the foreign policy of
South Africa and how it has peace and friendship as its guiding principles.

Dr Ruchita Beri spoke about the 30 years of diplomatic and 25 years of strategic partnership between
India and South Africa. She said that India has had historical connections with South Africa. She
reminisced about the connections between the movements led by Mahatma Gandhi and Nelson
Mandela, the South African freedom struggle, and the Indian diaspora in South Africa. She then
highlighted the important defence relations between India and South Africa. She also spoke of how
the Indian Ocean plays the role of a bridge between India and South Africa. She drew attention to the
surge in trade ties between India and South Africa, so much so that trade between the two countries
has gone from 2 billion dollars in 2002 to 11 billion dollars now. She noted that maritime security
also makes us work together. She informed the audience that South Africa developed a blue economy
policy in 2014. She also mentioned the India-South Africa cooperation in multilateral spheres and
platforms such as G20 and BRICS.

The last speaker of the session was Dr Nivedita Ray who spoke on how the year 2023 is significant
for India-South Africa relations. She highlighted the two important events in 2023 which included the
BRICS summit in South Africa and the G20 summit in India. She noted the important point of
convergence between India and South Africa, namely, that these two countries are emerging as the
voice of the global south on a world platform. In this context, she spoke of India’s efforts to lead the
global south and how it was during India’s presidency of G20 that Africa actually received a position
of eminence and a voice of its own at G20, and how South Africa plays the role of a link between the
global north and the global south by virtue of its good relationships with countries in both the
categories. She flagged the concern that despite being a union, countries in Africa are disunited on
several issues, leading to the ineffectiveness of the African Union in solving crises like the Niger
coup and others.



This was followed by a question-and-answer session between the panellists and the audience. During
this session Hon’ble Principal Prof. Masroor Ahmad Beg talked about the importance and practical
aspects of slogans such as One Earth, One Family, One Future. Prof Jaikishan Prasher, Prof Laxman
Jain, Dr Raushan Kumar, Dr Babli Parveen and Prof Munshi M Younus posed pertinent questions,
which drew knowledgeable responses from the esteemed panellists. After the question-and-answer
session, the guests were felicitated by the Hon’ble Principal and vote of thanks was given by Dr.
Babli Parveen. The session concluded with the singing of the National Anthems of South Africa and
India.

The conclusion of the day was marked by an hour-long cultural programme presented by the students
of the Arts and Culture Society. During this programme, students showcase their skills with
mesmerising presentations of Indian and western music, and several folk dances from different
regions of India. The event highlighted and reminded the audience of the rich cultural diversity of
India.

Day 2: Parallel Session 1: South Africa: Literature and Art
15th September 2023

The first session of the second day was anchored by Prof. Pakizah Samad, Department of Commerce.
She made opening remarks on the importance of G20. She recounted the proceedings of Day 1 of the
symposium. She introduced the panel discussion "South Africa: Literature and Art". The proceedings
commenced with a recitation of the university anthem. The coordinator of the session, Prof Pakizah
Samad, welcomed the distinguished guests and introduced them to the audience. She gave a detailed
account of Prof. H C Narang, Retired Professor, Centre for Linguistics, School of Language
Literature and Culture Studies, JNU, and his illustrious career. She also introduced Dr Jamal M
Moosa, School of Business Studies, JNU, and Dr Sandipani Dash, Department of African Studies,
University of Delhi.

Thereafter, our Hon'ble Principal Prof. Masroor Ahmad Beg welcomed the guests, and gave an
account of the great legacy of Prof. Narang. He also informed the audience about the scholarship of
Dr. J. M. Moosa. Hon'ble Principal also talked about the scholarly authority of Dr Sandipani Dash.
The dignitaries were then felicitated by the Hon'ble Principal, who presented beautiful planters to the
guests as a token of appreciation.

Prof. Narang initiated the proceedings with his talk during which he first thanked the Hon'ble
Principal for inviting him to the event. He reminisced about his association with Zakir Husain Delhi
College, where he had studied as an undergraduate student in the 1960s. He recollected the courses in
African literature that he had taught in JNU in the 1980s. He informed the audience of the literary and
political events concerning South Africa that were organised in the early and middle 1990s. He
recounted the present scenario of South Africa and connected it with the history of the country. He
narrated the history of racial discriminatory laws of South Africa, and the experience of racial
exclusion that South African black people had to face. Prof Narang enlightened the audience about
European intellectual and philosophical roots of racial discrimination, such as writings of
philosophers such as David Hume and Georg Wilhelm Friedrich Hegel



Prof Narang then narrated the history of the beginning of colonisation of South Africa, and the
subsequent genocides of indigenous Africans by the British and the Dutch colonists. He then talked
about the literary representations of the conditions of native South Africans who suffered under the
yoke of colonialism, slavery and apartheid. He then recounted the racial solidarity among the working
classes of all the races in South Africa, and its contribution to the anti-apartheid struggle. Prof Narang
then lauded the initiative taken by South Africa towards inclusion of African Union in G20, and the
country's successful organisation of BRICS summit and its attempts to mediate between Russia and
Ukraine to end the conflict in eastern Europe. He then emphasised the role of South African writers
and intellectuals in achieving peace and prosperity for that country. Prof Narang concluded his talk by
reciting a self-composed poem.

Prof Narang's talk was followed by Dr. Moosa's lecture. He spoke about the shared historical and
cultural legacy of India and South Africa, with a special focus on Tamil people in South Africa and
their role in the freedom struggle of the country. He emphasised that cultural retention is a major form
of resistance against colonial and racial oppression. He recounted how a large number of Indians went
to South Africa as indentured labour after the formal abolition of slavery. He narrated the incident of
a group of Tamil people who went to South Africa, as mostly unskilled or semi-skilled labourers. He
recounted how these Indians made efforts to retain their cultural identities to prevent full assimilation
into the local culture. Teaching of Tamil language was one of the devices, along with continuing to
practice their religion, such as the worship of Hindu deity Lord Murugan, of cultural retention. The
small temples established for this purpose functioned as social and community spaces. Dr Moosa also
talked about the adaptations that the Indians made to survive and thrive in South Africa. He
recollected the speech of Gandhi to the Tamil community in South Africa in 1914. Dr Moosa narrated
the contributions of the Tamil community of South Africa that they played in Satyagrah. He noted
that among the first four martyrs of Satyagrah in South Africa, three were Tamils, including a young
girl in her early teens. Dr Moosa recounted several incidents of extreme brutality faced by Indians in
South Africa at the hands of the colonial regime. The speaker emphasised the need to keep alive the
memory of these struggles. Dr Moosa then spoke about the economic, political and cultural ties
between South Africa and India in the present day.

Dr Moosa's words were followed by Dr Sandipani Dash's discourse on 'Bharat and South Africa in
G20: A Cultural Narrative', which he began with thanking the college for inviting him to the event.
He questioned as to what is the cultural meeting point between South Africa and India. He noted the
contrast in the names of the countries as South Africa is a modern name whereas Bharat is an ancient
name. He stressed on the importance of deploying literature and archaeological evidence for the study
of history of racial oppression. He talked about the role of aggressive proselytisation in causing
ruptures between the traditional and modern cultures of these societies. He stressed the importance of
formulating ways of decolonisation. He criticised the dogmas of Protestant capitalism and its role in
fomenting conflicts and instabilities in northern and western Africa. He lauded the idea of
"vasudhaiva kutumbakam'' as a counter to the exclusionary tendencies of protestant capitalism. Dr
Dash recalled Nelson Mandela's innovative idea of Truth and Reconciliation to heal the wounds of
the times of apartheid. He then informed the listeners of the idea of the African Renaissance, which
has led to the establishment of the African Union. He then talked about the western interference and
the consequent instability in Africa, and the complicity of western media in promoting Western
interests at the coast of Africa. Therefore, Dr Dash said, it is a necessity that forums like G20 be led
by developing countries like India.



This was followed by a question-and-answer session between the panellists and the audience. Dr
Iqbal Sayeed, Associate Professor, Department of Commerce; Dr Shubhra Ray, Associate Professor,
Department of English; and Dr Raushan Kumar, Associate Professor, Department of Economics;
posed pertinent questions to the panellists, who then responded with informative answers. The
audience applauded the enlightening discourses presented by the eminent scholars.

Hon'ble Principal Prof Masroor Ahmad Beg presented mementos to the guests to felicitate them. Dr
Shubhra Pant Kothari then proposed the formal vote of thanks for the session to thank the guests and
organisers for making the symposium a success. The session concluded with the singing of the
national anthem.

Day 2: Parallel Session 2: Technical Session:
India-South Africa - Language and Culture

The Technical Session on "India-South Africa: Language and Culture" was held at the Seminar Room
of Zakir Husain Delhi College Evening, commencing at 12:00 PM. Dr. Prabhat Ranjan, Associate
Professor, Department of Hindi, the anchor for the program, initiated the session by introducing and
felicitating the chairperson and distinguished panellists. As part of the felicitation, beautiful planters
were presented to honour the participants. The first planter was presented to Chairperson Professor
Mohammed Kazim from the Department of Urdu at the University of Delhi. Subsequently, planters
were also given to the guest of honours and speakers.

Professor Mohammed Kazim, the Chairperson of the session, took the stage and introduced the
central theme of the technical session, which focused on the cultural and linguistic evolution of
Africa in the context of Indo-South African culture. He emphasised how this session aimed to provide
insights into Africa's transformation over time through literature and cultural developments. Professor
Kazim illustrated the importance of this topic by referencing issues such as racism and race.
Furthermore, he quoted verses from Allama Iqbal and Faiz Ahmed Faiz in relation to Africa's cultural
evolution..Dr. Khursheed Ahmed, Assistant Professor in the Department of Persian at ZHDCE, began
by discussing the impact of Iran on Africa's cultural evolution in his paper entitled “The Impact of
Persian Culture on African Culture”. He cited examples of historical figures like Khan Dane Irar and
the connection between Iran and East Africa. Dr. Ahmed elaborated on how Iran had influenced
cultural prosperity in Africa and provided examples of shared words and meanings in African and
Iranian languages. Additionally, he touched upon Iranian culture, particularly the concept of
"hammam," and compared festivals like Naurooz with African festivals.

Dr. Zafeeruddin, Assistant Professor in the Department of Arabic at ZHDCE, explored the impact of
African languages on Arabic in his paper entitled “The Impact of Arabic Language on African
Languages”. He discussed the oral literature of both languages and how they evolved into written
forms. Dr. Zafeeruddin highlighted the influence of African literature on Arabic and drew parallels
between the two languages. He also noted the prevalence of Arabic as an official language in many
African nations and presented similar word meanings in Urdu and African languages.

Dr. Anas Tabraiz, Associate Professor in the Department of English at ZHDCE, delved into the topic
of oral literature in his paper entitled “Tracing the Beats of the Cowhide Drum: A Look at the
Literature and Culture of the Natives of South Africa”. He drew comparisons between the global
south and the concept of "Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam" (the world is one family). Dr. Tabraiz
emphasised the similarities in oral culture between India and Africa, citing the Ubuntu tradition as
akin to "Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam." He provided historical perspectives on Africa's evolution and
traced its literary and cultural journey. Additionally, he mentioned the contributions of prominent
writer Mazisi Kunene and the impact of British colonialism on African culture, language, and



literature.

Professor Shahina Tabassum, from the Department of Urdu at ZHDCE, explored the theme of Nelson
Mandela and Africa's cultural evolution, with a focus on Urdu literature's role in African literature in
her paper entitled “Tareek Raat ka Roshan Sitara”. She offered deep insights into the connection
between Urdu literature and Africa, touching upon Mandela's life and his transformation into a global
leader. Professor Tabbassum shared anecdotes from Mandela's childhood and cited various writers
and poets who have contributed to this cultural exchange. Her presentation concluded with a
recitation of Faiz Ahmed Faiz's poem, "Come Back Africa."

After the four engaging presentations, Chairperson Professor Mohammed Kazim provided
concluding remarks and summarised the key points discussed by all the speakers. This highlighted the
rich tapestry of cultural and linguistic connections between India and South Africa.

The session was formally concluded by inviting Dr. O. P. Dahiya to deliver the vote of thanks. Dr.
Dahiya expressed gratitude to all participants, speakers, and attendees, acknowledging their valuable
contributions to the session's success.

Day 2: Session 2: Valedictory

The Valedictory ceremony began with Prof Madhumita Chakraborty, Department of English, Zakir
Husain Delhi College Evening, inviting all the distinguished guests to the dais. This was followed by
a recitation of the university anthem. Prof Chakraborty then recapitulated the proceedings of the
symposium over the two days, and briefly mentioned the contributions of all the scholars who graced
the symposium. Hon'ble Principal Prof Masroor Ahmad Beg then delivered his welcome address for
the valedictory session. He expressed his delight at the presence of distinguished dignitaries such as
Former Ambassador Rajeev Bhatia, Distinguished Fellow, Gateway House Member, CII’s
International Advisory Council, Trade Policy Council and Africa Committee, who was the keynote
speaker for the session.

Amb. Bhatia began his address by expressing his gladness at the organisation of the symposium. He
spoke of the timeliness and relevance of the subject of the symposium. He approached the subject of
India-South Africa relationship through the prism of diplomacy. He divided his talk into two parts.
The first part consisted of his own experiences of representing India in South Africa. The second part
was analytical and educative about the diplomatic relations with South Africa. He informed the
audience about the current challenges facing the country of South Africa. Then he moved on to talk
about India-South Africa relations. Like other dignitaries, he too recalled the events of the life of
Mahatma Gandhi in South Africa, and the impact of Gandhian politics on South Africa. He then
spoke of the role of Nelson Mandela in the development of India-South Africa relations. The
ambassador traced the development of South African foreign policy through the tenures of various
presidents, from Nelson Mandela to Cyril Ramaphosa.

According to the ambassador, internal and external security is one of the areas of convergence
between India and South Africa. Similarly, working for a fast paced growth in diplomatic relations is
another such area, followed by the stakes and roles of both countries at multilateral platforms such as
IBSA, BRICKS and G20. He stressed that India and South Africa share the same concerns as other
countries in the global south, and the need to enhance the unity of the countries of global south for the
alleviation of their problems and not get blindsided by conflicts like Ukraine. He also pointed out that
despite several areas of convergence, a key area of divergence is the relationship of the two countries
with China. South Africa's relations with China are growing, where India's relations with China are
getting tense. The next concern relates to the leadership of the global south, as to which nation can
represent all such nations.



Following the valedictory address, the ambassador was felicitated by the Hon'ble Principal.

This was followed by an address by Prof Pankaj Arora, Dean, Students' Welfare, University of Delhi.
He expressed his delight and satisfaction at the successful organisation of the G20 summit in New
Delhi. He talked about the India-South Africa relationship in the context of G20, with special
reference to trade relations. Prof Arora also stressed on the commonalities between the struggles led
by Mahatma Gandhi in India and Nelson Mandela in South Africa. Secondly, he talked about the
cultural relationships between India and South Africa. Towards the end of his talk, he congratulated
the college for the organisation of the symposium.

Prof. Mohammad Afshar Alam, Vice-chancellor, Jamia Hamdard University, New Delhi, was the
next speaker. He was welcomed and felicitated by the Hon'ble Principal with a beautiful potted plant.
Prof. Alam began his address by stating that he was delighted at being presented at the symposium.
He talked about the progress that India has made in the post -1947 era across all sectors. He recalled
India's leadership of the Non-aligned Movement of the newly independent countries, in the wake of
the cold war between the American and the Soviet blocs. Prof Alam then summarised the events
organised in the country as part of its G20 presidency. He attributed the success of the G20 summit as
well as all the attendant events to the leadership of the visionary Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi.

Prof. Ravi Tekchandani, Professor, Department of Modern Indian Languages, University of Delhi, the
ultimate speaker of the valedictory session, congratulated the college on the organisation of the
symposium. He emphasised the importance of the G20 slogan "Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam". Not only
did he stress its importance, he also unpacked the slogan and explained its meaning to the audience in
three languages, Sanskrit, Urdu and Sindhi, through the use of poetry in these languages.

Prof.Alam's address was followed by felicitation of the distinguished guests by the Hon'ble Principal
Prof. Masroor Ahmad Beg. The guests were presented with mementos. Dr Babli Parveen then
delivered the concluding vote of thanks, expressing gratitude to Hon'ble Principal, eminent
personalities who graced the occasion, the organisers, faculty, staff and students for the successful
completion of the symposium. The session concluded with the recitation of the national anthems of
South Africa and India.

The valedictory ceremony was followed by a cultural programme. During the programme, students of
the Arts and Culture Society presented spell-binding performances and entertained the audience. The
